Free Entitlement, Charing and Remissions Policy
Charging for additional sessions, activities, materials etc. will be kept in line with DfE and Local Authority guidelines, when delivering our free entitlements and other chargeable extended school activities. Please read in conjunction with our Terms and conditions of funded entitlements. 
Failure to apply or reconfirm 30hr funding codes

It is the parents’ responsibility to reconfirm their 30hr Working Parents code every 3 months, failure to do this will result in the funding code entering a ‘grace period’ or no longer being valid. This will put your child’s free funded place at risk. The DfE maintain strict deadlines for code activation and renewal (31st August, 31st December, 31st March), in cases where codes are not renewed, parents will be offered a paid place, or a reduction in hours to 15hr entitlement (nursery age dependent). Whereby parents enter an appeals process with the DfE, parents will be offered a paid place (refunded if an appeal is successful and code is reactivated without a gap in funding) or their place will be suspended until the appeals process is completed. Having your child’s place suspended, will result in them being returned to the settings waiting list for a place. If your financial circumstances change your access to entitlement, please talk to a member of staff, we are here to help and offer advice, where we can. 
Extended school sessions and fee-paying sessions charges (please see individual T&Cs for more detail) 
	30hr free entitlement for working parents will operate;

· Monday-Friday between 9-3pm.

· Any additional hours are chargeable, at the rates below. 

Depending on capacity, parents receiving 15hr funded education may also request to purchase additional sessions at the rates outlined below.
Depending on capacity, parents who are not entitled to any free under threes funding, may also request to purchase additional sessions at the following rates. Theses would be on a termly basis, and notice to cease or reduce fees would require 10 week notice period.

Late Collection Fees
Wraparound Care Late Collection Fees

For children booked into Wraparound care until 3:00pm; late Charges will apply unless children are booked into extended sessions in advance.
Late collection fees;

Any child not collected requires the presence of 2 staff therefore the charges would be as follows:- 

Up to 15 minutes - £5.00, from 15 to 30 minutes - £10.00, from 30 minutes to 1 hour -£20.00,
from 1 hour to 2 hours - £40.00

We are unable to place child into wraparound care at late notice, (after 12:00pm), therefore late collection fees will apply, if your child is not collected at the expected time. 
After 2 hours Children’s Services would be contacted unless we have had a phone call with a reasonable explanation explaining the delay.

Bookings All payments and bookings should be made in advance by the Thursday prior to the week sessions commence.  Places will not be held unless they are pre-booked and paid for.  Bookings can be made on a weekly, half termly or monthly basis.  Payments can be made by cash or bank transfer. All payments must be made to the office and not passed to a member of the wrap around care/nursery staff.  
Visits as part of the curriculum

We feel that educational visits are an essential part of the learning process.  Some children’s first hand experiences are limited and it is our role to provide a broad and balanced education.  All visits will enhance children’s experience of their environment and be linked to the school’s curriculum
The school’s budget and school fund cannot meet the cost of all our visits.  We often find it necessary to ask parents for a voluntary contribution toward the cost of the visit.

However, no pupil will be excluded from an educational visit on the grounds of non-payment.

Materials in School

Children will not be charged for materials essential to delivering the early years curriculum.  However, we do ask for a voluntary £10.00 per school towards the cost of extra curriculum enrichment activities such as snacks, birthday cakes and celebration/party materials. 
Lost or Damaged home learning materials
Parents may be asked to pay a contribution to replace lost/damaged books/learning resources. These costs will be made clear to parents before borrowing items.
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
