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Why do we collect your personal data?
We collect personal information to:

· Enable children to access their early education funding entitlements
· Support your child’s learning and development
· Monitor and report on progress, including attendance, attainment, and wellbeing
· Ensure that children are safeguarded
· Assess and improve the quality and effectiveness of our services

We collect this information to fulfil our legal and statutory duties under the Education Act, Childcare Act, EYFS Framework, and associated regulations. In certain cases, we also rely on your consent for optional data uses.



Legal basis for processing
Under the UK General Data Protection Regulation (UK GDPR), we process personal data on the following bases:

· Public task – to meet our statutory duties in providing education and safeguarding children

· Legal obligation – to comply with laws such as safeguarding or health and safety

· Vital interests – to protect children in emergency situations

· Consent – for optional data uses such as photo usage or external health referrals

Parents give consent by completing admission forms during induction. Due to the age of our children, parental consent is required for processing their data.



The personal data we collect
We collect and store the following information for children and parents/carers:

· Name, date of birth, gender, ethnicity, religion, languages spoken

· Address and all contact telephone numbers

· Proof of identity (e.g. birth certificate, passport)

· Medical information, safeguarding or child protection concerns

· Involvement with children’s services, professionals, or court orders



Sharing your data
We may share your information where necessary with:

· Your child’s next school or setting
· Walsall Local Authority and other relevant agencies

· Health professionals, e.g. school nursing, speech and language therapists

· Education professionals for assessment or intervention

· Other agencies where required by law, or with your consent
We will only share personal data when:

· It is required by legislation
· It is in the child’s best interest, e.g. safeguarding

· Consent is given (e.g. referral forms for health services)

We may share the following with your child’s next school or the Local Authority:

· Unique Pupil Reference Number (UPN)

· Parent and child contact details

· Attendance and assessment records

· Special Educational Needs (SEN) information

· Photographic learning journeys and other records of development

As of this update, pupil-level data is not routinely shared with the Department for Education. If this changes, we will notify parents.



How long we keep your data
Personal data is held for different lengths of time depending on the category:

· Routine records (e.g. contact details): usually 1–3 years after the child leaves

· Safeguarding records: retained for up to 25 years
· Some data may be anonymised (e.g. attendance percentages, attainment scores) for statistical use

Your rights under data protection law
You have the right to:

· Request a copy of the data we hold about you or your child

· Request corrections to inaccurate or incomplete data

· Withdraw consent for optional processing at any time
